Pushing the boundaries of their media, three 
Southern California artists challenge the familiar 
definition of printmaking as a means of producing 
images. Through large works on paper, mixed 
media, sculpture and installation, artists investigate 
their relationships with nature, objects and fellow 
human beings. In Our Nature initiates a 
conversation about what it means to be part of a conversation about what it means to be part of a 
greater whole, and looks at the field of printmaking 
in a new light.

Taylor received her BFA from the 
University of Utah in 2006 and an MFA from CSU Long Beach in 2011.
